Hamp
shire Pewter stoclks Christmas orna-
ments and candlesticks, along with
other pewter items.

Ourdoor enthusiases will enjoy the
Russell C. Chase Bridge Falls Path, an
easy half-mile walking trail, which
starts beside the railroad station and
leads to Wolfeboro Falls. The more
challenging 12-mile Cotton Valley Trail
begins at the falls and meanders
around three lakes, across many tres-

tles, and through lovely scenery.
