North Conway, famous for its name brand factory outlets and high-end boutique shops, is 

a must-visit in New Hampshire. From canopy tours and skiing at Cranmore Mountain, to 

dinner trains on the Conway Scenic Railroad and outdoor adventures throughout the White 

Mountain National Forest, groups won’t want to leave! North Conway has plenty of lodging 

establishments to choose from including newer properties like the Residence Inn by Marriott.

Day 1
 Get settled in by starting with shopping at the Settler’s Green Outlets (1).

 Head up the road to the Conway Scenic Railroad (2) for a private Budd car ride to  

White Mountain Cider Company’s (3) back door where you will have hot cider and  

donuts waiting for you.

 eturn to the North Conway Village (4) and peruse the boutiques on your own while  

eating a late lunch at one of the many cafés. 

 End your rst day by throwing a private kick-off party with live entertainment and  

a catered dinner at the Cranmore Mountain Ski Lodge (5) located minutes from the  

village, or outside of town in Chocorua at the Brass Heart Inn’s beautifully restored  

19th century barn. 

Day 2
 Make day two a grand day by hopping back on the Conway Scenic Railroad and taking  

the famously scenic Notch Train (6) one-way through Crawford Notch to Fabyans.

 Have the coach meet the group to bring them up the road a couple miles to the  

Omni Mount Washington Grand Resort (7) for their luncheon tour offered exclusively  

for groups.

 In the afternoon, just 10 minutes away, the group will ride the rst ever mountain  

climbing tracks in the world on the Mount Washington Cog Railway (8). 

 eturn to North Conway for a delicious New Hampshire feast at the local favorite  

 Delaney’s Hole in the Wall (9) restaurant.

Day 3
 Wake up early and take the Kancamagus Highway across the White Mountain  

 National Forest to Lincoln.

 Head straight to the Hobo Railroad (10) to see the Flying Yankee restoration famous  

 for its part in America’s history during the Great Depression and World War II. 

 After the tour, go to Clark’s Trading Post (11) for a delicious home-cooked private  

 lunch followed by a ride on the White Mountain Central ailroad. ide their steam  

 engine through the only remaining operational Howe-Truss Covered Bridge in the  

 world, or if you need a train break, watch their famous black bear show instead.

 Explore the shops and easy walking trails in North Woodstock.

 Have a gourmet dining experience aboard the relaxing Cafe Lafayette Dinner Train (12).

Day 4
 Head south on oute 16 to the Lakes egion staying north of Lake Winnipesaukee  

 so you can stop at the Moultonborough Country Store (13). This is possibly the oldest  

 country store in the nited States, rst opening in 1781.

 Arrive in Meredith for a couple hours of shopping at the Mill Falls Marketplace (14).

 Have lunch aboard the Winnipesaukee Railroad (15) starting at Meredith Station  

 to Laconia. 

 eturn to Meredith’s Town Docks to take the M/S Mount Washington Cruise (16) on a  

 one-way trip across Lake Winnipesaukee to Wolfeboro the rst vacation resort in  

 the nited States.

 Shop on your own on Main Street or arrange a pewter making demonstration  

 at Hampshire Pewter (17).

Either return to North Conway or continue your tour in New Hampshire’s seacoast 

where you will nd ortsmouth, a cultural, historical, dining, entertainment, and Main 

Street shopping hub in New England. Sandy beaches, a board walk, science centers, 

cruises, whale watches, professional theater, living museums and reenactments, a 

grand resort, a submarine, and world-class events welcome groups and many group 

tour options are open year-round. New Hampshire’s seacoast is only two hours from 

North Conway and one hour from Boston, Massachusetts, ortland, Maine,  

and Manchester, New Hampshire.

If you are entering or leaving New Hampshire from the south, consider including the 

Merrimack Premium Outlets (18) in your tour.

Day 1
 Start in the Lakes egion with a cruise with the Squam Lakes Science Center (1).

 Continue north to Franconia Notch State Park (2) to ride the Cannon Aerial Tramway  

 where if you’re lucky you’ll spot a black bear or hawks beginning their migration.

 There are many excellent, group-friendly properties in Lincoln and nearby towns.

Day 2
 Start the day at the The Rocks Estate (3) for a bear and moose presentation at this  

 1,400 acre conservation and education center owned by the Society for the  

 rotection of New Hampshire Forest with wildlife expert Nigel Manley.

 Hop over to Jefferson for a sled dog adventure any time of the year!  with Muddy  

 Paw Sled Dog (4). They welcome full motor coaches!

Day 3
 Spend a half day or full day on a guided custom adventure with the Appalachian  

 Mountain Club from Crawford Notch State ark’s Highland Center.

 Stay overnight in North Conway.

Day 4
 Wake up with a bird-spotting and wildlife tour on the Mount Washington Auto Road  

 (Great Glen Trails) (5) to the summit of the highest peak in the northeast and one  

 of the most fascinating mountains in the world in regards to recreational adventure,  

 accessibility, ecology, and weather. The Mount Washington Weather Discovery Center 

 (6) in North Conway’s village makes for a great backup to this activity .

 Continue south the Seacoast Science Center (7) and Odiorne State ark.

 End the tour with a private lobster bake from ye’s Petey’s Summertime Seafood (8).

 Start at the American Independence Museum (1) in Exeter to see an original draft of  

 the Declaration of Independence.

 Have the group split off to enjoy dinner on their own in this popular culinary  

 destination. Have the group meet up after dinner for a show at the Music Hall  

 Historic Theatre (3). There are plenty of lodging options in or near downtown  

 ortsmouth. 

Day 2
 Wake up to a guided walking tour with the Portsmouth Visitor Center (4) in downtown  

 ortsmouth to learn about its maritime history. 

 End the tour at the Discover Portsmouth Center (5).

 Take a quick drive to Fort Constitution (6) in New Castle, the subject of aul evere’s  

 rst ride.

 Drive through Dover, the location of a violent Native American attack in the late  

 1600’s. Stop at the Woodman’s Institute (7) to learn more about it.

 There are several group friendly lodging properties in Concord as well as some  

 excellent dining options including the Common Man on Main Street or nos, right  

 off the highway.

Day 3
 Enjoy shopping on your own in downtown Concord.

 Take a tour of the State House (8), which is the only nited States State House still  

 using its original chambers.

 isit the Museum of New Hampshire History (9).

Day 4
 Go to Canterbury Shaker Village (10) and arrange to have a guest juried craftsmen join  

 the group for a workshop or demonstration.

 Get rejuvenated with uisge beatha water of life in Gaelic  a.k.a. scotch whiskey  

 tasting with Nigel Manley,  who has the handsomest accent in New Hampshire.

 Continue on to Bretton Woods where the Omni Mount Washington Resort’s (4) 25,000  

 square foot spa is prepping for your arrival. ull out your formal wear for dinner in  

 the grand dining room.

Day 3
 Drive into North Conway in the morning for sales tax-free shopping either at the  

 boutique shops in the village or just down the road from there at the Settler’s Green  

 Outlets (5).

 Late morning, drive to the Lakes egion to Meredith to check into your Inns and  

 Spa at Mill Falls (6) waterfront resort. Those who still have some spa left in them  

 should make an appointment at the Cascade Spa. Everyone else can enjoy  

 downtime exploring the Mill Falls Marketplace and a late lunch on your own at one  

 of the many restaurants and cafes near  the water. 

 Come back together at Sacred Waters Yoga Studio (7) to let paint and wine inspire  

 your own works of art with a class led by the talent at The Canvas oadshow.

 Wake up to waf es and pancakes served by Kellerhaus (8), New Hampshire’s oldest  

 chocolate maker, followed by a chocolate-making workshop where you will make  

 your own treats to snack on for later.

the dawn of train travel. Stately resorts and lakeside and mountain towns dotted the entire 

northern half of the state. Famous stories such as Pollyanna and Curious George were written 

in New Hampshire while their creators lived and vacationed here. While these authors enjoyed 

the natural assets in New Hampshire for peace and inspiration, there was a whole other group 

kind in our country as you follow the path of those who traveled here centuries before.

Day 1
 Enter New Hampshire through Littleton, a mountain town that epitomizes the  

 New England setting.  This is also the hometown of Eleanor orter, the creator of  

 ollyanna and visitors can see the famous statue in front of the town Library on  

 Main Street. B.W. Kilburn began in Littleton in the 1800’s, famous for stereoscopic  

 view photography, considered to be the original comic strip.  This library 1906   

 contains the second largest collection of Kilburn’s work and is open for the public  

 to explore. 

 Deeper into New Hampshire, you will nd The Rocks Estate (1) in Bethlehem. This  

 beautiful property is managed by the Society for the rotection of New Hampshire’s  

 Forests. You will enjoy a maple experience tour through their sugar shack and see  

 how it was done back in the day. End the tour with a horse drawn ride through their  

 tree farm with the Whites laid out before you.

 Turn up the tempo a bit on this next adventure with an afternoon or sunset ride  

 on the Androscoggin iver with RaftNH (2) . This is the same river where loggers  

 once completely depleted the entire forest by logging the Great North Woods and  

 sending the logs down this river to be retrieved. The Northern Forest Heritage Park  

 (3) in Berlin is a completely preserved, historic logging camp and the location of  

 exciting events such as AT  competitions and a iver re Festival.

 Overnight in North Conway or Jackson

Day 2
 Wake up with the help of gravity at Cranmore Mountain Adventure Park (4)  

 where you will dive right into ziplines, canopy tours, mountain coasters, and  

 more! Cranmore was one of the very rst ski areas in the nited States where the  

 public would go to learn to ski, the site of the rst skimobile lift and trestle, and  

 the playground for the famous Hannes Schneider in the 1940’s. Hop over to Jefferson  

 for a sled dog adventure any time of the year!  with Muddy aw.

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Day 2 Continued
 You’ll never have another lunch experience like the one at the Omni Mount  

 Washington Resort (5). Their BLT program is available for groups only Breakfast or  

 Lunch and Tour and a gift . You can enjoy lunch at this Spanish enaissance grand  

 resort and the largest wooden structure in New England.

 After lunch, head 10 minutes up Base oad to the Mount Washington Cog Railway,  

 (6) the rst ever mountain climbing train in the world to the summit of New  

 England’s highest peak of 6,288’.  There used to be a resort at this summit that has  

 a reputation of having the Worst weather in the world.  Now, visitors can enjoy this  

 dramatic peak within the comforts of a summit observatory with a café and gift  

 shop and the amazing new weather museum with interactive exhibits. 

Day 3
 Complete your mountain loop by circling back to Franconia Notch State ark, which  

 is the site of the Old Man of the Mountain memorial, Cannon Mountain Tramway  

 (7), and the impressive Flume Gorge (8). The Appalachian Trail crosses directly over  

 Cannon’s summit and meets up with the Crawford ath soon after, the oldest hiking  

 trail in North America. 

 Work your way to the Lakes egion of New Hampshire for lunch aboard the  

 Winnipesaukee Railroad (9) which brought tourists to the lake in the 1800’s. 

 Head back to Laconia for dinner and overnight either at the beachfront NASWA  

 esort or Hart’s Turkey Farm estaurant.

Day 4
 Actually touch and sit on the motorcycle that led Elvis resley’s funeral procession  

 at the American Police Motorcycle Museum (10) and touch some of the rarest,  

 antique bikes in the world. isitors here will explore this impressive collection and  

 learn how police motorcycles played a pivotal role in nited States’ history. Also,  

 you can see a room where the bikes are worked on and restored. 

 Time to cross the lake with the Mount Washington Cruises (11) on their one-way  

 lunch option to Wolfeboro. Your coach can drive around to meet you on the other  

 side. This cruise originally toured the lake in 1872.

 The Wright Museum (12) in Wolfeboro is a time travel experience with its exhibits  

 that perfectly transports guests back to how everyday life was during the World  

 Wars in the nited States. Headline articles, pop culture, and everyday household  

 items create the scene. This museum has an amazing collection of war vehicles and  

 a captivating propaganda art poster gallery as well.  

 In late afternoon, scoot up the road to Castle in the Clouds (13) a massive estate set  

 high up on the lakeside Ossipee Mountains overlooking Lake Winnipesaukee.  This  

 was the home of Thomas lant who made a fortune in the shoe manufacturing  

 industry but lost it all. 

 Continue North of the lake to load up on barrel pickles and penny candy at the  

 Moultonborough Country Store a.k.a. that Old Store  (14) that is the oldest,  

 continually operating country store in the nited States that opened for trade in  

 1781 and hasn’t closed since. 

Day 5
 On your way out of New Hampshire, take a detour to Canterbury Shaker Village (15)  

 to see how the Shakers lived.
