Ski Resort Improvements

Great Glen Trails Outdoor Center, Pinkham Notch, NH - First time season pass holders are being
offered a 50% discount to celebrate the 20" anniversary. Kids under 18 will ski free with a parent or
guardian season pass holder all winter long, while helping to support the national "No Child Left Inside"
program. Adult $70; Junior (6-12yrs) $40; Teen (13-17yrs) $47.50; Senior (62+ yrs) $47.50. In addition,
all Great Glen Trails season pass holders are also entitled to $5 tickets at Bretton Woods and Jackson
Ski Touring through December 31st. http://www.greatglentrails.com/.

Waterville Valley, Waterville Valley, NH — The U.S. Forest Service has granted Waterville Valley Resort
a long-term special use permit allowing for the first major expansion of the ski area in over 30 years. Over
the next few years the terrain will be developed on Green Peak, southeast of Mount Tecumseh, and will
include construction of about 44 acres of ski trails, glades and a high-speed detachable quad chairlift.
