Three – The Pact, Plain Truth, and The Tenth Circle, have been made into television 
movies. My Sister’s Keeper premiered in theatres in 2009 from New Line Cinema, with Nick 
Cassavetes directing and Cameron Diaz starring and is now available on DVD. 
  
Matt Bonner was born in Concord, New Hampshire in 1980.  He was drafted into the NBA by the 
Chicago Bulls in 2003 and traded to the Raptors where he played for two seasons. In 2006 he was 
traded to the San Antonio Spurs, where he currently plays as a Forward/Center and has for the 



last five seasons. Bonner is only the second player from New Hampshire to play in the NBA and the 
first since 1986. He is married to Nadia Bonner and they have one daughter, Evangeline-Vesper.  
 
Sarah Silverman is a comedian/writer/singer/musician and actress who was born in Bedford, NH. She 
has been a writer for "Saturday Night Live" and "Mr. Show with Bob and David" and has also acted 
in movies like "Bulworth" and "There's Something About Mary.” Most recently she had a comedy 
program on Comedy Central aptly titled "The Sarah Silverman Program.” Her biography was 
published in April of last year, called "The Bedwetter".
